SAFETY REQUIREMENTS

The appliance is intended for cooking and heating only in domestic conditions and should
only be used for its intended purpose. Do not use for other purposes.

¢ Removing the appliance from its packaging, make sure that it is intact and not damaged.
Keep packaging materials away from children. After installing the appliance, dispose of
the packaging materials correctly according to safety and environmental conditions.

¢ This appliance is not intended for use by persons with physical or mental disabilities
(including children under 8 years of age), or by persons without sufficient knowledge and
experience of its use, unless they are under the supervision of a person responsible for
their safety. Children should not play with elements of the appliance. The appliance may
not be cleaned and maintained by children without supervision of an adult. Do not leave
children unattended when the appliance is in operation.

* Before switching on for the first time, make sure that the specifications on the product
correspond to the power supply and that your power supply is grounded.

* The board must be installed firmly on a flat surface away from heating appliances and
materials, and connected only by a qualified person. A note about the installation of the
board must be made in the "Installation card".

* For correct and safe operation, it is necessary that the board is installed in a room with
good ventilation! If gas appliances are used for a long period of time, additional ventilation
may be required (by opening a window or increasing the degree of ventilation), but it is
also advisable to avoid the room with heavy draughts, as they can blow out the burner
flames. If the kitchen is small and ventilation does not ensure proper air exchange, we
recommend installing an extractor hood or kitchen air purifier.

* Connecting a gas stove to liquefied gas sources, the placement and operation of gas
cylinders must be carried out in accordance with fire safety rules.

* Plug the power cord into the socket only after installing the appliance. Make sure that
the power plug is easily accessible. Do not use adapters, extension cords, or "tees" to
connect the appliance.

¢ Every time before switching on the appliance, inspect the power cord and the flexible
gas supply hose. If you find any defects (cracks, traces of melting, solidification of the
material), do not plug the appliance into the socket, immediately shut off the gas supply
and contact the service center for inspection and repair, do not try to repair the electric
gas stove yourself!

- conductive floors (metal, earth, uncoated concrete, brick, etc.). If there are signs of short
circuit of the conductive parts on the plate (tingling when touching the metal parts), it must
be disconnected from the network and call a qualified service employee.

¢ Do not damage, twist, bend, or extend the power cord. Do not place heavy objects on it.

¢ To disconnect the appliance from the power supply, do not pull the power cord, yank or pull
it out with force, and do not hold the plug.

* When moving, servicing, replacing the light bulb in the oven's working chamber, cleaning
or repairing the appliance must be completely cold and de-energized, and the plug must be
removed from the mains.

FIRE DANGER

* Do not place animals, fire-hazardous substances, flammable materials or products on or
near the stove or inside the oven. Do not place closed cans, cans, or aerosol containers in
the oven, as they may explode when heated.

e All furniture surrounding the kitchen stove must withstand a temperature of at least 85°C
above the average room temperature.

* Do not leave the appliance running unattended, do not cover it with anything to avoid fire.

e Curtains, flammable materials, and furniture must be at least 1 meter away from the
appliance. Do not use the stove to heat the room or dry clothes. Always cook with the oven
door closed. The appliance must be switched off after each use.

* Take extra care when preparing dishes with a large amount of fat and oil. It is highly flammable
when heated. Remember that you can’t extinguish the ignited oil or fat with water.

e |f a large amount of oil, juice, etc. has been spilled on the bottom of the oven when placing
or removing food, it is recommended to clean the oven before cooking to avoid unpleasant
odors and the possibility of fire.

¢ Do not place an empty pan with the cooking surface hotplate running.

e Make sure to clean the exhaust fat filters in a timely manner. Accumulated fat can also
ignite.

RISK OF GAS LEAKAGE

* During operation of the gas stove, it is necessary to open the window, as well as turn on
the kitchen hood to remove combustion products.

e [f the burner goes out accidentally, turn it off using the appropriate control knob and wait
for about one minute before turning it on again.

e |f you do not plan to use the stove for a long time, disconnect it from the power supply and
cut off the gas supply.

& IMPORTANT! Never check the tightness of the connections or the presence of gas
leaks with an open fire!

& ATTENTION! If there is a smell of gas in the room, turn off all the burners, cut off the
General gas supply, open the Windows and ventilate the room. Do not perform any actions
related to open fire and sparking until the leak is repaired. It is forbidden to smoke or use
electrical appliances. To fix the leak, call the emergency gas service immediately!
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DANGER OF BURNING

* During operation, do not touch heating items located on the hob or inside the oven, use
oven mitts. Use the appropriate cookware for cooking and heating food, to prevent spills
and splashing.

* Keep a safe distance when opening the door of a heated oven. First open it a little so that
the hot air escapes a little. Open the oven door just hold the handle, avoiding touching hot
surfaces.

¢ Do not place unstable or deformed dishes on the burners to avoid accidents or burns.
They may tip over or overflow.

* Always use cooking dishes with suitable diameters for cooking zones. Never use dishes
with a smaller diameter than the burners and do not turn on the cooking zones without the
cookware placed on them. Do not place dishes weighing more than 5 kg on one burner or
more than 10 kg on all burners at the same time. Do not use plastic dishes that may melt
at high temperatures.

* Metal objects such as knives, forks, spoons and lids should not be placed on the surface
of the hob, as they may become hot.

/A RISK OF DAMAGE

* Do not use the appliance as a countertop or stand for any objects.

* When opening the appliance door, there should be no sparks or open flames near it.

* When the oven door is open, do not sit down or place food or heavy objects on the glass,
or lean on the door, as this may cause damage to the hinges and glass.

* Do not move the appliance by the handle of the door, it is not designed for the weight of
the appliance and may break.

* Always be careful when installing and removing the oven accessories and install them as
far as possible to avoid scratching the glass door.

* Do not place too many products in the oven that exceed its volume.

* The gas cooker is equipped with a metal or glass lid (depending on the model), which is
designed to protect the cooking surface from dust (in the closed position) and splashes of
fat (in the open position), do not use for other purposes.

e Turn off all burners, allow the burners and grill to cool down before closing the lid

¢ Changing the color of the enamel does not affect the efficiency of the appliance.

* The appliance must be kept clean. Leftover food can ignite and cause a fire. Always clean
the lid before closing. Also make sure that the door seal is clean.

* Do not use sharp metal scrapers, caustic or abrasive cleaners to clean the surface of the
appliance and its components, as they may scratch the surface.

* Do not use steam jet cleaners, as moisture entering the appliance may cause electric shock.

e |f a problem occurs, you should always contact an authorized service center, specifying the
type of problem and the model of your appliance. Unqualified repairs remove the appliance
from warranty service. Only original spare parts can be used to repair the appliance.

* The manufacturer is not responsible for any damage caused by improper use of the
appliance or failure to observe safety and security measures.

& WARNING! To avoid network overload, do not use other high-power appliances in the
same circuit.

& ATTENTION! Do not cover the bars of the ventilation channels of the kitchen stove,
especially with flammable objects!

INSTALLATION

& ATTENTION! The appliance must be installed by a qualified installer who is familiar with
the current installation rules.

e This product should be installed and used in strict accordance with the instructions in this
manual and with applicable state and local standards and regulations.

e The room must be well ventilated, with ventilation installed, make sure that it is well
ventilated. Consult your qualified installer if you are not sure what kind of ventilation you will
need.

e Vents must have a cross-section of at least 100 cm and must be protected from accidental
blocking (protection with metal bars or nets). Make sure that there is no other furniture
behind the back of the stove.

* The air flow between the adjacent room and the room where the appliance is installed must
be free through permanent openings (which can be obtained by increasing the gap between
the door and the floor).

* The stove must be installed steadily on a flat surface away from heating appliances and
materials. A note about the installation of the plate must be made in the "Installation Card".

* All furniture adjacent to the kitchen stove must withstand a temperature of at least 85°C
above the average room temperature. The distance to the adjacent walls and kitchen
furniture should be at least 2 cm. The height from the gas stove to the hood must be at least
65 cm.

* |t is not recommended to install the appliance near refrigerators or freezers, in order to
reduce their performance.

* The buyeris responsible forinstalling the appliance. Assistance provided by the manufacturer
due to incorrect installation is not included in the warranty.

ADJUSTMENT OF THE PLATE LEGS

The adjustable legs ensure a balanced and stable position of the board on the base. With
the feet you can also adjust the height of the board.

GAS CONNECTION

The appliance must be connected to a gas source or cylinder in accordance with the
specifications of current standards and configured for the appropriate type of available
gas. The appliance is configured to work with natural gas. If the type of gas available does
not match the type for which the appliance is installed, replace the appropriate burner jets
(included) with a suitable one for the gas used by contacting the nearest specialist company.

& Only a qualified specialist should install and connect the stove to the gas source, as
well as replace the burner’s jets!
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For safe installation and operation, make sure that the gas supply pressure corresponds
to the values given in the "table of characteristics of burners and jets". If the appliance is
supplied with liquefied balloon gas, make sure that the cylinder pressure regulator meets
current local standards.

¢ Connection to the gas system is made by means of a flexible metal pipe (copper or steel)
or a flexible stainless-steel pipe (UNI-EN14800) without exposing the appliance to load.

e The gas supply pipe to the appliance is equipped with a nut, which is connected to the
crankshaft fitting (included, 1/2 thread), which is rotated based on the installation needs.

¢ A rigid or flexible metal supply pipe (max. length 2m) is connected to the opposite side of
the crankshaft fitting.

¢ Install sealing gaskets (included) at both ends of the crankshaft fitting, in accordance with
current regulations. If these parts are removed and re-installed, be sure to replace the
gaskets with new ones.

& ATTENTION! The gas hose must not pass through the heated areas and come into
contact with them on the back side of the stove.

& IMPORTANT: after installation is complete, make sure that the gas hose is not crushed
or damaged by moving parts, and that the gaskets are tight. use soap solution instead of
flame!

ADAPTING THE BURNERS TO DIFFERENT TYPES OF GAS

To adapt the appliance to a gas source other than the one it was
configured for, follow these steps:

1. Remove the bars.

2. Remove the caps and flame-spreader crowns. Use a 7 mm spanner to
Unscrew and remove the jets.

3. Replace the jets with suitable ones that are supplied with the equipment
(see the table of characteristics of burners and jets).

4. Assemble all components in reverse order. I \'l

& If the pressure of the gas used differs from that provided by the
equipment (or is variable), a pressure regulator must be installed on the inlet pipeline
(passable gas) relevant to the standards.

MINIMUM ADJUSTMENT FOR BURNERS

The initial adjustment of the minimum flame level was made at the manufacturer's plant.

After replacing the jet or under special pressure conditions
in the network, you will need to re-adjust the minimum.
The minimum is adjusted in the following order:

1. Light the burner.

2. Turn the control knob to the minimum position.

3. Remove the handle and, if installed, the intermediate
gasket.

4. Use a suitable-sized screwdriver to turn the adjusting
screw located on the side or inside the regulator rod until the flame is small but steady.
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5. Set the handle back and quickly turn it from the maximum position to the minimum, making
sure that the flame does not go out.
6. For burners with a safety valve, make sure that this setting is sufficient to maintain the
heating of the thermocouple. Otherwise, increase the minimum flame level.

MINIMUM ADJUSTMENT FOR LIQUEFIED GAS

To set the minimum for liquefied gas, completely tighten the screw installed inside or on
the side of the valve stem clockwise.

& IMPORTANT! The burners do not require primary adjustment.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

The appliance must be connected to the main electrical network in accordance with

applicable laws and regulations.

* Make sure that the power from the main network is sufficient for the power supply system
is grounded in accordance with current regulations, and the power cable does not come
into contact with the heated elements.

4. Set the power controls to the maximum level. Heat an empty stove for 30-45 minutes.

& WARNING! When you connect the appliance for the first time, you may see an
unpleasant smell of burning, this is considered the norm, because the outer surface of the
heating elements may contain factory insulation materials necessary for corrosion
protection. It will disappear after 30 minutes.

Wait for the appliance to cool completely. Then clean the outside and inside of the electric
gas stove with a slightly damp, soapy, soft cloth. Use soft materials to clean the surface. Wait
until completely dry before first use.

& WARNING! During operation, the oven surface heats up and become hot! Be careful do
not touch the heating elements!

For lower gas consumption, use cooking dishes with a diameter appropriate for each
burner, avoiding flames that extend beyond the bottom of the dish. Use only flat-bottomed
dishes.

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& WARNING: if the glass or glass-ceramic surface is cracked, turn off the appliance to
avoid electric shock!

* As soon as the liquid boils, reduce the heat to a level sufficient to keep it boiling. During
cooking, be very careful when using fats and oils.

* Make sure that the cooking dishes do not extend beyond the hob and are not located close
to the control panel.

* Frozen food must be thawed before cooking.

* Flammable materials must be located at least 1 meter away from the appliance.

CLEANING AND CARE

washed with warm water and detergent after each use. After the oven has completely cooled
down, remove any remaining fat with a sponge or a damp cloth and warm soapy water.

* Do not use metal brushes or sponges with abrasive surfaces to avoid damage and
corrosion. Do not use solvents or toxic cleaning liquids.

If the handles become difficult to turn, contact a qualified technician to lubricate them. Also
contact a qualified professional to resolve any other issues that may arise during use.
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& IMPORTANT! After removing the burners from
the hob for cleaning, we recommend that you make
sure that all parts of the burners have been
correctly re-installed before lighting them. Also,
after cleaning or maintenance, we recommend
checking the presence and position of all rubber NO ES
gaskets. If they were displaced, return them to the

correct position.

REPLACING THE OVEN LAMP

After disconnecting the appliance from the power supply, Unscrew the protective glass cap
and then replace the light bulb with a new one suitable for high temperatures (300°C / E14 /
230 V /25 W). Install the glass cap and reconnect the oven to the power source.

& ATTENTION! Do not allow water or other liquid to get on the controls or inside the
appliance it may cause a malfunction, electric shock, and/or fire.
